Starting Point: Morpeth
Head East on the A197 then onto B1337 via

Longhirst to Widdrington Station then North on
the A1068 to Alnwick (fuel available)

Riding through Alnwick you will need to keep an
eye open passing through the town centre to pick
up the B6346 heading for Eglingham, then taking a
right onto the C43 to Chatton, (via Old Berwick)
then taking a left turn onto the B6348 to Wooler
(fuel available)

Leaving Wooler on the A697 to Akeld then onto
Yetholm Town (fuel available) via Kirknewton on
the B6351 then onto the B6401 to Morebattle,
continue heading west to join the main A698
(Kelso to Harwick Road).

Taking a left turn onto the A698 head South
towards Harwick taking a left turn at Denholme
onto a single track road that will take you to
Bonchester Bridge on the A68.

Leaving Bonchester heading East on the A6088
via Carter Bar on the A68 to Otterburnon the A696.
Taking a left turn onto the B6341 to Rothbury via
Elsdon.

Leaving Rothbury take the B6342 South via
RothleyLakes Crossroads onto Scots Gap taking

a left onto the B6343 and heading East to
Morpeth (Fuel available).via Hartburn and Mitford.
